THE VICAR'S LETTER
The biggest musical instrument in Whitchurch is 75 years old.

The organ was installed at All Hallows Church in 1935 and through three-quarters
of a century it has enhanced our worship beyond measure. A conservative
estimate would suggest that not less than 20,000 hymns have been sung to the
accompaniment of the organ in that period. It has played an important role in
countless significant events in the life of the local community. Under the hands
(and feet) of a succession of skilled organists, the organ has been a source of rich
and varied sound, inspiring Christian people in their praises.

The parochial church council carries the responsibility of caring for this valuable
instrument and it (or should that be she) requires regular maintenance and tuning.
The costs are notable but the rewards even more so.

Why Sing Hymns?
| suppose it is reasonable to ask why we keep singing hymns; why produce all
those words and melodies to resound through the church and disappear into the
roof space?

Paul tells us ‘with gratitude in your hearts,
[to] sing psalms, hymns and spiritual songs
to God’ (Colossians 3), but | don't think we
do this just to follow orders. In my view, the
answer lies in a deep human need to use
our bodies and the amazing things we can
do with them, to give thanks to the God who
creates us.

Worshippers dance (not an Anglican
strength), sing and play musical instruments to express their joy in creation and
their praise of God. In doing this they find themselves constantly being shaped
into a people who have, as Paul says, gratitude in their hearts. Wholeness of life
comes in knowing ourselves as the undeserving receivers of blessings, freed from
resentment and jealousy.

A service of Choral Evensong at 6pm on Sunday September 26 will mark this
anniversary and give an opportunity for all to praise God in the playing of the
merry organ and the sweet singing of the choir.

Weather Report for July

‘Hot July brings cooling showers ..."; the old poem held true as our friends at
Papermill Farm report that rain fell on 10 days that month and measured 41mm
(1.61ins). This compares with 67mm (2.63ins) in 2009. Year-to-date we have had
334mm (13.14ins), just below last year when it was 379mm (14.92ins).
Temperatures hit the hot, heady heights of 29C (84F) on July 28, with a drop to
the minimum for the month of just 8C (46F) on July 5.

Whitchurch Wildlife Wanderings
Whitchurch resident Alex Cruickshank of the
Hampshire and Isle of Wight Wildlife Trust writes:
Take a walk up Newbury Road on a warm
September evening and you may hear the odd
quiet ‘tsip’ emanating from the brambles by the
side of the road. This is a male Dark Bush-cricket
trying to attract a mate. If you take the time to
investigate the source of the sound you will find a
large, dark brown insect similar to a grasshopper
but with long wavy antennae.

A close relative is the Oak Bush-cricket.
Smaller and pale green, this one lives in trees and
shrubs but will often come into houses at this time
of year, being attracted to the lights after nightfall.
The Dark Bush-cricket ‘sings’ by rubbing its

short wings together, while the Oak Bush-cricket
makes an odd croaking noise by rapidly drumming
one of its hind legs. If an animal makes a noise,

then it also needs to be able to hear. Bush-crickets have their ‘ears’ on their front

legs, just below their knees. (Photo: Dark Bush-cricket by Phil McClean.)

Shoe Box Appeal 2010
Operation Christmas Child, organised by Samaritan’s Purse, is the world’s largest
children’s Christmas project — devoted to spreading love, joy and smiles to
children in parts of the world who really need them. In the U.K. alone last year
over 1.2 million shoe boxes packed full of gifts and goodies
were wrapped, packed and sent to disadvantaged children. The
gifts are delivered to children in Africa, Eastern Europe and
Central Asia. The charity works with local churches and
charities overseas to ensure that the shoe boxes get delivered
by hand to the children who most need them, regardless of their
background or beliefs. Last year we were able to send around
800 boxes, a figure a little lower than the previous year. The
aim is to increase this as each year the charity does not have sufficient to meet all
their needs.
What to include in a shoebox comes under four headings:
Toys: Bear, soft toy, tennis ball, finger puppet, jigsaw, yo-yo,
building blocks, small musical instrument. For boys trucks and
cars, for girls dolls, clip on earrings etc.
Educational supplies: Felt pens, pens, pencils, pencil
sharpener, eraser, colouring book, notepad, picture or puzzle
book, chalk, pencil case, stickers etc.
Hygiene items: Toothbrush, toothpaste, hairbrush, comb, hair
clips, bar of soap, flannel etc.
Other items: Sweets (not chocolate ) with sell by date of at
least March 2011, gloves, scarf, hat, sunglasses, cap, bangles,
necklaces, etc.
What should not be included:  Food, medicine, war related
items, clothing other than that listed above, fragile items (e.g.. glass or
mirrors), liquids, sharp items, novels, anything political, hand-knitted stuffed
toys without a CE mark.
The boxes will be collected from the Methodist Church in Whitchurch on
Sunday November 21, after a service of thanks at the church at 6pm that day.

Harvest Time at Litchfield Farm

At the time of writing, harvest is in full swing. The rain during the first part of
August stopped play for a couple of days, but then we were off combining and the
balers mopped up the last of the oat straw. As expected, the oats were the first
crop we cut and with them and the oilseed rape safely in the barn we are
combining the wheat and barley as fast as possible in the hope that ‘all is safely
gathered in’ by Harvest Festival on October 3. This should be easily achievable
but the weather is the great unknown variable and a heavy shower in conjunction
with the shorter days, and morning dew, can mean the grain is too wet to combine
for at least a day, and maybe even longer.

As harvest has progressed, it has become very apparent what a wonderful
breeding season most of the wild birds have had. There are flocks of them
everywhere or — more precisely — there is a dissimulation of chaffinches on the
spilt grain, a gulp of swallows sitting on the telephone wires, a descent of
woodpeckers on the village green, a herd of wrens in the vicar’'s garden, a
parliament of rooks looking for leatherjackets on the stubble, a charm of
goldfinches on the thistle heads, an exultation of larks on the Downs, a screech of
gulls following Richard as he ploughs, a wake of buzzards soaring overhead,
whilst a noisy scold of jays plays on the edge of the wood. Maybe we will find a
psalter of bishops, a galaxy of governesses, along with an ambush of widows
from the local Ornithological Club coming out to the farm to see this cornucopia of
birdlife ...
